Cost

Regular cost: $150.00 Earlybird cost (postmarked by September 19th): $130.00 The cost includes accommodation, bus and ferry transportation, meals, dance, theme sessions, activities, games, dance and much more! Please, don’t let the cost keep you from coming! Contact us for more information if you require financial assistance.

Transportation

Transportation by bus and ferry is provided from most urban cities and we will help get you to the conference if the bus does not go through your community. The week before conference you will receive the bus schedule with pick-up times and locations for Friday and drop-off times and locations for Monday. (Please be aware that the bus pick-up time may require you to miss part of school on Friday in order to get to the conference location on time!) If you’re coming from the Island, the ferry costs are included in your registration fee.
